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Interstellar (2014) can be seen as a contemporary version of 2007 (1968),

since it develops 2007’s theme of “human transcendence” with the similar
plot pattern and motifs of partner’s betrayal, (dis)connection of family
members, with artificial intelligence, and through time travel in outer space.
However, Interstellar, is more human, because it provides more human plot
settings and more human reasons for space exploration, emphasizing
human relations both in the family, among scientists, and with humans in
the past and in the future.
